New Cell Phone Policy for
2008-2009 School Year
Across the nation, cell phone laws
and regulations are changing to
encourage safety, courtesy and
responsible behavior. We support this
idea and want to teach our students
about cell phone courtesy and safety
and encourage responsibly in technol-
ogy use. In order to keep with our
school values and commitment to encourage positive
social interactions between our students, we will
institute a new cell phone policy for our Elementary
School students next year.

When our Kindergarten – 6th grade students return to
school in the fall, there will be a change in our cell
phone policy. Students will be able to possess cell
phones at school, but they must be in the off position
during the hours of 7:45 a.m. to 3:15 p.m. This also
includes all school-sponsored or school-related activi-
ties on or off school property, during the instructional
school day and after school hours.

Once students are safely dismissed, they will be able to
turn on and use cell phones to communicate home or
arrange for rides.  Cell phone use will include any calling
features including sending and receiving calls or text
messages. Students needing to contact their parents will
be allowed to use the phone in the Office. Students who
are ill and need to be picked up will be dismissed
through the Health Office.

IS Band is Superior with
Distinction!
On April 17th, Mr. Murphy took the 5/6 Intermediate
Band to perform at the Arizona Band and Orchestra
Director’s Association Elementary/ Junior High School
Large Group Concert Festival along with several other
elementary and middle school bands from around the
state. The festival gave our band students the unique
opportunity to participate in an event where their
performance was judged and given a rating based on
that performance. It is not a competitive ranking, but a
rating based on a standard. The IS Band received a
“Superior with Distinction” rating and we are so proud
of their performance. Join us in celebrating the students’
hard work and accomplishments!
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4th Quarter Science and
Social Studies
In this unit, students will design a wind-driven, cargo
ship based on the results of a series of experiments that
the students will conduct. They are encouraged to be
creative with their designs, but must also be driven by
experimental results.

Experimental Sequence:
- Cargo Capacity: Students will create a variety of

hull models and test how much weight they can
carry.

- Hull Design: Students will shape the hull to
minimize drag and test a variety of designs to see
which can sail the straightest.

- Sail Efficiency: Sails will be designed and tested
to find the most efficient and effective shape and
structure.

Culmination:
- Seaworthiness—This is the final design that will

be based on the data from the previous experi-
ments combined with the student’s creative vision.
The finished ships should be viewed as intriguing
and feasible, not necessarily practical.

To support these objectives, in Science the students will
be studying the physics behind buoyancy and sail
efficiency. Topics will include the Scientific Method,
Archimedes Principle, and Bernoulli’s Principle. Lab
activities will include constructing cartesian divers and
windmills.

Social Studies will incorporate an economic aspect into
Project Group. Students will think about their boat
building like a business and have to allocate their
resources and apply the concept of opportunity cost to
their decision making process.

Media Center Update
As May approaches, the Media Center begins the end
of the school year procedures.  Students who have
checked out material from the Media Center need to
have everything returned before the last day of the year.
Students are responsible for material with barcodes on
the back of each book matching what they checked
out.  If any material is lost or damaged, students need to
pay a fine to replace the material.  Fines paid for lost
books will only be refunded if books are returned
before the last day of the school year.  Students will
begin receiving notices of what they have checked out
mid-May as a reminder.  If you have any questions,
please contact the Media Center.

Advisory Topics
For Advisory fourth quarter, teachers and students will
be using Ron Clark’s Essential 55 as a guide, but will be
creating their own Horizon Essential Rules in Advisory
classes. Each week there will be a set of Clark’s rules
the classes will cover briefly, as a segue to creating class
rules. Over the course of the quarter, students and
teachers will develop their own ‘Essential Rules’ that
best apply and fit with HCLC’s philosophy and values.

In 5/6 Spanish, students are studying America Central,
Central America.  During 3rd quarter we discussed
Guatemala, El Salvador, and Honduras.  For 4th
quarter we are studying Nicaragua, Costa Rica, and
Panama.  We will be studying many interesting facts
about the Panama Canal, wildlife in Central America,
and artwork from this region.  Additionally, we will
continue to work on verb conjugations, adjectives,
review the Spanish calendar, and many other aspects of
the Spanish language.

Middle School Athletics
We would like to welcome and prepare our 6th grade
students who are interested in participating in Middle
School sports for the 2008-2009 school year.  As we
look forward to next year’s Fall sports season, there
are a few events and procedures that we would like to
make note of so that families can be prepared.  Be-
cause Fall sports tryouts for Middle School begin on
August 18th, our Parent/Athlete Meeting and due date
for physicals both take place within the first few weeks
of school.

The Pre-Tryout Parent/Athlete Meeting will be held
on Wednesday, July 30th in the Multi-purpose Room
from 6 to 7 p.m.  We require all parents and athletes
interested in a Fall sport to attend.  Policies and proce-
dures will be addressed and this is an opportune time
for parents and student/athletes to have questions
answered by Mr. Keen, our athletic director.

The Physical is due Monday, August 11th to Mrs.
Tamara Heinrich, the athletic assistant, in the Main
Office. The athlete must have been physically seen by a
doctor within the time period set forth by the AIA,
which is March 1st or after of the current year.  The
physical must also be recorded on the AIA physical
form that can be picked up in the Main Office.  The
March 1st or later requirement is firm and exceptions
cannot be made. In the past there have been some
issues with this time frame. For example, if your child
was just given a physical in December of 2007 and a
physical is good for one year, we understand that your
insurance company will not pay for another one until
December of the following year.  But, we still cannot
waive the physical date requirement set forth by AIA.
There is an opportunity to receive a physical from Peak
Physical Therapy on Saturday, August 2nd, from 8 a.m.
to 12 p.m. The cost is $30.

Finally, all athletes need to make sure that they have
signed up on the sport sign-up sheets at Mrs. Heinrich’s
desk within the first week of the new school year,
indicating what sports they would be interested in.
These lists are used to prepare the sports rosters that
are given to the coaches in preparation for tryouts.
